According t o Reid, t here is:

Reporting the words of other writers



1st Move Your overall claim Stress is linked to bor edom.

2nd Move Generalized suppor t

It has been found that bor ed students 
in a r ange of higher education 
courses are more likely to be stressed 
than students who are not bor ed (Li 
1999, Smit h 2003).

3rd Move SpeciÞc support

A strong connection be tween 
boredom and stress among nursing 
students at VU was noted by Jones 
(200 4).

Factor analysis takes two forms : exploratory and conÞrmatory. Exploratory 
factor analysis (EFA) represents the clustering of  items of an instrument or 
multiple variables. ConÞrmatory factor analysis (CFA), by contrast , lays out 
the relationships among instrument items or variables based on theoretical 
speculation  and then tests to see if  these relationships hold in fact  (Zalon, 
2005, p. 72) .
